�Summerside� may seem
to be an ironic name for a
community nestled in win-
tery Edmonton�s south

side to some, but the com-
munity�s general manager
insists this is the first he�s
heard of that.

“Oddly enough, it’s nev-
er been brought up,” Craig
Beaton says, noting the
company that is develop-
ing the community came
up with the name.

“It’s supposed to have a
Cape Cod feel,” Beaton
adds. He says that the ar-
chitecture of the homes is
based on the Cape Cod cot-
tage style, a style made
popular by English settlers
dating back four centuries.

Lake Summerside, as the
community is officially

called, is Edmonton’s first
and currently only lake-
side community, boasting
a 32-acre manmade lake
that is strictly monitored
and maintained so resi-
dents can actually swim in
it. The lake is private and
open only to residents of
the community.

Lake Summerside is
home to a diverse demo-
graphic. Homes in the
community are priced
from in the low $200,000
range all the way up to
more than a million dol-
lars, depending on size and
location, the most expen-
sive being on the lakeside.

“As you move outward
from the lakeside, you’ll
see the mid-range homes,
and within that, you’ll see
some of the condos,” Beat-
on says, noting the popula-
tion ranges from new fami-
lies all the way to retired
people.

The most popular homes
in the community are cur-
rently single-dwelling
units and the multi-home
complexes.

“The value is really
good,” Beaton says.

Beaton adds that the
larger homes on the lake-
side are selling more slow-
ly due to the economy.

According to the 2009
municipal census, Summer-
side had a total of 1,552
homes within its borders,
but Beaton says the num-
ber has grown to 1,679. The
community’s population
was 4,807 in 2009.

The neighbourhood
boun daries run north to
south from Ellerslie Road
to 25 Ave SW, and west to
east from 91st Street to
66th Street.
